5.1 Meals are not provided by the organisers. Apart from the receptions at the Opening
and Closing Ceremonies, all officials and athletes will have to purchase their own
meals from the many campus canteens, bistros and restaurants offering a great
variety of Asian, Western, and Fusion food and drinks.
